	Scenario

You have been approached by a teacher and asked whether you could organise two activities for students in the lower school. Your tutor agrees that it would be good for your CV and that it could provide evidence for a number of the units on your BTEC Level 2 First Sport course.  

You have decided to hold an open evening for students and parents, with the hope of finding more students who would like to get involved. You are to produce some promotional materials for the open evening. The promotional materials are expected to appeal to learners, but also look professional for parents.

TASK 1 – Take part P1, M1
As part of the expedition you will have the opportunity to participate in a number of outdoor and adventurous activities. You decide that providing information on two activities will be adequate for the open evening. You have agreed that the best way to present the information would be as a wall display which people can look at and read when they enter the room. In your display you should:

a) describe how two outdoor and adventurous activities are organised and their provision both locally and nationally (P1).  

b) compare the organisation and provision of each activity (M1).
	Guidance

For Part a:

· you should discuss the National Governing Bodies for the activities and the coaching schemes and leadership awards that they offer
· you should also discuss where you can take part in the activities both locally and nationally.

For Part b:

· you should highlight similarities and differences between how the two outdoor and adventurous activities are organised and their provision.


TASK 2 – What are the risks? P2, M2, D1
When planning the open evening you decide that a major concern for learners and parents would be the uncertainty and risk associated with taking part in an expedition involving outdoor and adventurous activities. To deal with this issue you decide to produce a presentation to address any concerns that learners or parents may have. Your slides should:

c) describe the health and safety considerations associated with participation in two outdoor and adventurous activities (P2). For example:
· when rock climbing you should wait for your turn and not rush other people.
d) explain the health and safety considerations associated with participation in two outdoor and adventurous activities (M2 partial). In your explanation you need to provide details and give reasons and/or evidence to clearly support the points you have explained. For example:

· when rock climbing you should not rush other climbers as it may put them under undue pressure and cause them to have an accident.
Now that you have made clear the health and safety considerations of the two activities you need to provide learners and parents with information in relation to what can be done to minimise the health and safety considerations of the two activities. To conclude your presentation you should produce slides that include:
e) a list of precautions and actions that can be taken, or used, in relation to health and safety in the two outdoor and adventurous activities (M2 partial). For example:
· when rock climbing always allow the person climbing in front of you adequate time and space.
f) an explanation of precautions and actions that can be taken, or used, to reduce health and safety considerations associated with the two outdoor and adventurous activities (D1). In your explanations you need to provide details and give reasons and/or evidence to clearly support the points you are making. For example:
· when taking part in kayaking always wear a buoyancy aid as it could save your life in an emergency situation.
	Once you have delivered your presentation, your tutor will need to complete an observation record as evidence.


TASK 3 – Risk assessment P3
To illustrate to the learners and parents that the risks associated with outdoor and adventurous activities are identified and minimised to an acceptable level, you have decided to produce a risk assessment for one of the activities. The completed risk assessment will be given out and discussed during the open evening. 
You should produce a risk assessment for a selected outdoor and adventurous activity that takes into account the full range of hazards for the activity. Include realistic actions needed to minimise the risks to an acceptable level. Use A1 Task Sheet 1 (page 4) to complete your risk assessment.
