This assignment will be completed as part of the preparations for the outdoor and adventurous activities you will be leading for the students in your school.
You will be using the local National Park. They operate a Conservation Management Plan (CMP) which manages public access and assists in protecting the area. They have asked you to produce a guide for your fellow students to inform them of how to protect the environment and still enjoy outdoor and adventurous activities.

TASK 1 – Describing environmental impact P4
To give you the information you need for your guide, you will be given a talk by a visiting speaker from the National Park. You should prepare relevant questions before the talk, and then make notes during the talk, to assist you in preparing your guide. 
Your task is to produce the first page of your guide. This should include:
a) a description of the environmental impacts associated with two outdoor and adventurous activities (P4). For example:

· for rock climbing: erosion of mountains, wildlife disturbance, litter etc

· for kayaking: water pollution, disturbance of habitat, pollution etc.

b) images to support your written work.

TASK 2 – Explaining and reducing environmental impact M3, D2
You now need to provide the young people using the guide with further information so that they can learn about the environmental impacts and their effects. The second page of your guide should provide its users with:

c) an explanation of the environmental impacts associated with the two outdoor and adventurous activities (M3 partial). In your explanation you should provide details and give reasons and/or evidence to clearly support the points you described on the first page of the guide. For example:

· for rock climbing, you should not drill or chip any holds into rocks as it will permanently damage the rock face.

Now that you have explained the environmental impact of the two activities, you need to provide the guide’s users with information about what they can do to reduce the environmental impact of the two activities. The third page of your guide should include:

d) a list of precautions and actions that can be taken, or used, to reduce the environmental impacts associated with the two outdoor and adventurous activities (M3 partial). For example:

· for rock climbing, use a coloured chalk that will blend into the rock.

e) an explanation of precautions and actions that can be taken, or used, to reduce the environmental impacts associated with the two outdoor and adventurous activities (D2). In your explanation you need to provide details and give reasons and/or evidence to clearly support the points you are making. For example:

· for kayaking, avoid dragging kayaks through sand dunes and their grasses as they may be nesting grounds for birds or wildlife.
